The Social Media Breakfast was founded by Bryan Person in August 2007 as an event where social media experts and newcomers alike come together to eat, meet, share and learn. There are currently 28 cities that have active Social Media Breakfast organizations.
SMB Seattle was founded in October 2009 through a group of local volunteers involved in and practicing social media. The inaugural breakfast event launches in December 2009.

Social Media Breakfasts (SMB) bring together people and practitioners in the Puget Sound area who are interested in learning, sharing and teaching about trends, case studies and best practices in social media. Our focus is on professional development, education and networking in a morning business setting delivered over breakfast.

Value Proposition and Audience

Attendance at SMB Seattle events is open to all within Puget Sound but content is geared particularly toward practitioners, decision-makers and senior level managers. Programming and Events

SMB Seattle follows a format of 7:30-8:00 a.m. networking which includes a light breakfast followed by a 60-minute program from 8:00-9:00 a.m. that will include speaker presentations and Q&A.

A: Our goal is to provide social media practitioners a chance to share in-depth real world knowledge, views, successes and failures in the realm of social media to help others increase their skills and effectiveness in implementing social media. We focus on in-depth content and information you can put to use right away.
